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Currency:

The national currency of Mexico is the Mexican Peso and is represented by MXN. Foreign currency exchange can be done at
most banks and exchange offices located at the airport and in most shopping malls. The official exchange rate is
approximately $16.8025 MXN per $1 USD (US dollar).

Electricity:
The electricity supply in Mexico is 220 volts, 60 Hertz of alternating current.

Travel Restrictions Information — COVID-19:
No COVID-19 vaccination or PCR test is required. However, we recommend checking with the authorities of the countries
through which you will be transiting.

Yellow Fever Vaccine:
It is recommended to verify with the health authorities of your country whether you require the yellow fever vaccine for
travel to or from Mexico.

Food Restrictions:
We kindly ask that any food restriction be communicated to the ParlAmericas International Secretariat upon registration.
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
